NEWS ABOUT THE VILLAGE HALL PROJECT, 31 JANUARY 2012
Everyone will have seen that the hall roof is well under way and as long as the weather holds it should be completed in February. We will then be ready to start on the internal work. Many of you will be aware that the damage to the old timbers was such that we have had to replace them, with other structural work, to an additional cost of £10,000.

This means that funds are very tight, so we must cut costs by asking for help from volunteers. This was always part of the plan but is now essential if we are to complete the work.

Two weekends have been set aside:

11th and 12th February

Day One: strip the interior walls of timber and plasterboard

Day Two: fit plasterboard to the hall ceiling

18th and 19th February

Day One: fit plasterboard to the hall ceiling

Day Two: fit plasterboard to the hall walls

There will be other days involving volunteers, dates to be posted soon.
It is not expected that everyone will be able to give a full day, but any help will be appreciated.
